Hadrian’s Wall 
West of the historic city of Carlisle with its fine 

medieval castle and cathedral lies the Solway 

Firth. One of Britain’s largest estuaries, the Solway 

Firth is internationally famous for its bird life and 

haunting sunsets. The western end of Hadrian’s 

Wall lies here at Bowness-on-Solway though few 

remains are visable. Beyond here, the coast was 

protected by forts, mileforts and towers finishing 

with the Roman Fort at Ravenglass. 

 

All year round, service 185 runs from Carlisle to 

Brampton and Haltwhistle with some journeys to 

Housesteads & Once Brewed. 

 

From Easter to October you can catch the AD122 

Hadrian’s Wall Bus to the main sites including 

Birdoswald Roman Fort, the Roman Army 

Museum, Vindolanda, Housesteads and Chesters.
