Tickets and Fares 2007

When you buy a Hadrian’s Wall Bus ticket, including Rover tickets, all the proceeds go directly to operate the Hadrian’s Wall Bus service. The fares for

single and return journeys are summarised in the table below. Rover tickets offer unlimited travel on the AD122 services at the following costs:

1 Day: Adult £7; Child (under 16) £4.50; Family (2 adults, 3 children) £14, 3 Day: Adult £14; Child £9; Family £28,

7 Day Walkers Special: Adult £28; Child £18; Family £56, k Go Free on Mondays: If you buy an Adult Rover ticket on a Monday you can take up to 2
children under16 with you free for unlimited travel on that day.
